 Цель: включить уч-ся в культурное пространство англоязычных стран через изучение национальных особенностей праздника День Благодарения в США.
Задачи:    

                  1.Ввести в актив уч-ся новую лексику по теме и закрепить её посредством активного участия ребят в игровой деятельности.

                  2. Совершенствовать устную речь уч-ся.

                  3. Развивать навыки уч-ся в чтении, аудировании.

                  4. Создать условия для закрепления на практике знаний по грамматике.

                   5. Развивать логическое и образное мышление уч-ся.

Оборудование: индюк – символ праздника, приглашения, шаблоны в форме маленьких индеек с цифрами на обратной стороне от 1 до 10, аудиозапись с песней «Happy Thanksgiving to All», карточки с лексикой, жетоны в форме индюков.

                                    ХОД  МЕРОПРИЯТИЯ:
Teacher: Good morning, boys and girls! Tell me please, what date is it today?
Pupil: It is 27-th of November.

Teacher: And what day is it today?

Pupil: Today is Thursday.
Teacher: OK. American people celebrate one of their national holidays on this day. Look at the blackboard and tell me what holiday it is?
Pupil: It is Thanksgiving Day.

Teacher: Good. Read the words from the board after me: pumpkin, cranberry, sauce, jelly, herb, corn, stuffed, mashed potatoes, creamed, mincemeat, to stir, to chill.
Teacher: Now let’s form three groups. Each group must take as many turkeys as it can. The turkey is a symbol of Thanksgiving Day and there are many of them on our board. They are magic and each turkey has a number from 1 to 10.

      It’s time to start our lesson. Team 1 – take a turkey and thank me for it.

                          THE STORY OF THANKSGIVING DAY

The last Thursday in November, as you know, is a holiday in America. People call this holiday Thanksgiving Day. It is perhaps the most important day in the American year. People go to church, and families come together for the day. They decorate their houses with autumn fruits and flowers and prepare traditional American food: roast turkey, potatoes and pumpkin. It’s rather like Christmas, but what are people celebrating? What are they giving thanks for? 

  Do you remember about the first colonists in New England? In 1620 they came to America and began a new life there. It was a very hard life. Many people were sick and died during the first winter in the cold. In the spring the colonists started to farm the land. The work was difficult and full of danger. In New England, the place where they lived, there were many wild birds. They were like chickens but much bigger. They were turkeys. In the autumn of 1621 the colonists had their first harvest. It was rather good. The colonists decided to have a special dinner. They wanted to thank God – to give him their thanks for many things. It was a difficult year, but the people still had food to eat. The colonists had a thanksgiving dinner for all the people. It lasted three days. For the whole three days they gave thanks for their good harvest and their happy year in a new country. Wild turkeys were on the table of this meat and since then the turkey become a symbol of Thanksgiving Day.
